1.Use a screwdriver to remove the knockout plate
from the fixture.

2.Use mallet and a flat-head screwdriver to punch
one of the knock-out from knockout plate.

3.Cut off the terminals of the cable, and peel off the
wires about 0.4inch length.

4. Put the recessed bracket into the linear fixture.

5. Put the linear fixture onto the T-Grid. 6. Adjust the screw of the recessed bracket so
that it fits the height of T-Grid.
